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Bishop Henderson Primary School’s new Environment Club has won a £500 Wessex Watermark Award. It will help restore their pond and make it the focus of the school’s new wildlife area. Ivor Whittle from Wessex Water visited the school and presented their Watermark award.
Emily Cosgrove Foundation Stage teacher set up the school’s Environment Club to introduce the children to the importance of environmental issues, and to let them have some fun exploring outside spaces. The pond area offers great potential but also quite a bit of work as it was neglected and had become very overgrown. However a small army of volunteers made up of parents, teachers and children have worked over weekends to clear the site which will eventually grow a selection of plants, shrubs and a bog garden.
“The pond will be an excellent focus for the Club.”  Emily said “The children have worked together with the teaching staff to come up with a plan of their pond as they would like it and there is lots of enthusiasm to get going. It is great that we have the support of Wessex Water as we can now begin work on the path and decking around the pond which will make it safe and accessible to everyone
The Watermark Award provides funds for environmental projects within the Wessex Water area.  Now in its sixteenth year it has supported over 500 environmental initiatives. Organised by The Conservation Foundation, all projects are judged by a panel chaired by its President - David Bellamy.
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
